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- The band opens with a high-energy performance. Band will invite students to get to their
feet and groove to the music.

- Brief Introduction about the band and the instructors, including a brief background and
interesting bits and pieces about each of the member with their instruments and what
their instruments do and where the instruments come from (to allow the students to gain
more knowledge about the different percussive musical traditions and instruments.

- Throughout the performance workshop, the band leads the students through a series of
interactive performances, from pieces with greater extent of traditional rhythms to more
avant-garde and contemporary blend of musical works, at the same time talking the
students through the elements of different musical cultures involve in the mix.

- The band will also teach basic grooves and lead the students into learning, together, a
percussive song.

- The session is conducted by the band, and may include additional assisting facilitators.
